Grant Funding Available: The WLN will be distributing grants of up to $1,500 per
organization, not to exceed a total of $10,000 this granting period.
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Eligibility requirements:

» Nonprofits must have confirmed charitable status as a 501(c)3 tax-exempt
organization through the Internal Revenue Service (IRS). Agencies seeking funding
through this grant program must confirm partnership with an appropriate
organization or fiscal sponsor at
the time a grant proposal is
submitted, if 501(c)3 status is not
yet established.
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» Organizations must be located
in or support the Mid Penn Bank
service area.
